NAPLAN TESTING 2009

In 2008, the National Assessment Program - Literacy and
Numeracy (NAPLAN) commenced in all Australian schools.
The program will continue in 2009 with all students in Years
3, 5, 7 and 9 being assessed in reading, writing, language
conventions (spelling, grammar and punctuation) and
numeracy, using common national tests.

A major purpose of the NAPLAN is to provide schools and
parents with information about student performance in
relation to nationally agreed achievement bands.

The achievement bands represent increasing levels of skills
and understandings. For each year group in each
assessment, there is a national minimum standard that
represents the minimum standard of literacy and numeracy
skills considered necessary for students to progress through
schooling.

The NAPLAN tests will be held 12" - 14™ May. Please look
out for an information booklet that will be sent home shortly.
